Think about what signs would be useful in the meeting place 
and make a list of these.

Choose a selection of books, magazines or anything 
with sentences you could use to make a creative
story.  Pick a page number and a line number.
E.g. Page 4 line 6.
Write down the sentence from page 4, line 6 in each of the books
you have selected.
